St. Vincent de Paul
ﬂ_:

- St. Vincent de Paul (1576 -
1660) was born in Gascony,
France, and died in Paris. He
studied theology at Toulouse
and was ordained a priest in
1600. As a young priest he fell

into the hands of Mohammedan pirates who carried

him off to Africa. After his return to France he beca-
me successively parish priest, grand almoner of the
galley slaves, and spiritual director of the Visitation
nuns. He founded the Congregation of the Priests of
the Mission or Lazarists to preach especially to co-
untry people. With the help of Louise de Marillac he
established the Congregation of the Sisters of Chari-
ty to care for young girls, for the needy, sick, and fo-
undlings. He died at St. Lazarus's which was the cen-
ter of his Congregation. Leo XIII proclaimed him
special patron of charitable institutions.

St. Vincent de Paul was a great apostle of charity,
and brought a great revival of the priesthood in the
17th century. He was born near Dax in the Landes
(France) in 1581. As a young priest he was captured
by Moorish pirates who carried him to Africa. He
was sold into slavery, but freed in 1607 when he
converted his owner.

Having returned to France, he became successively a
parish priest and chaplain to the galley-slaves. He
founded a religious Congregation under the title of
Priests of the Mission or Lazarists (now known as
Vincentians), and he bound them by a special way to
undertake the apostolic work of charity; he sent them
to preach missions, especially to the ignorant pea-
sants of that time, and to establish seminaries.

In order to help poor girls, invalids, and the insane,
sick and unemployed, he and St. Louise de Marillac
founded the Congregation of the Daughters of Chari-
ty, now better known as the Sisters of St. Vincent.

St. Vincent worked tirelessly to help those in need:
the impoverished, the sick, the enslaved, the abando-
ned, the ignored. He died in 1660 at St. Lazarus's
house, Paris. His motto: "God sees you."

"Let us love God; but at the price of our hands and
sweat of our face."”

Ogni
giorno molti, di persona o via lettera, chiedevano a Padre
Pio di pregare per un’intenzione specifica, e spesso ques-
ta intenzione ha ricevuto miracolosamente una risposta
divina. In realta ¢ stata composta da Santa Margherita
Maria Alacoque, e in genere viene chiamata “Novena
Efficace al Sacro Cuore di Gesu”. La santa visse nel
XVII secolo e durante la sua vita ricevette molteplici vi-
sioni di Gesu.

Molti credono che si tratti di una preghiera potente per-
ché esorta il cuore di Gesu ad avere misericordia di noi e
delle nostre richieste. Il cuore di Gesu ¢ pieno d’amore e
di compassione, e questa preghiera confida in quell’a-
more, credendo che sia abbastanza tenero da far fronte in
modo generoso alla nostra richiesta, se ¢ conforme alla
sua santa volonta.Al di sopra di tutto, va recitata con fede
sincera, come faceva Padre Pio, e non come una for-
mula magica. Dio non ¢ un genio che esaudisce il de-
siderio che esprimiamo, ma risponde con amore a un
bambino che chiede qualcosa, sapendo esattamente di
cosa abbiamo bisogno.

O mio Gesu, che hai detto: «In verita vi dico, il cielo e
la terra passeranno, ma le mie parole non passerannoy.
Ecco che, appoggiato all’infallibilita delle tue sante pa-

role, io chiedo la grazia... Padre Nostro, Ave Maria,
Gloria al Padre. Sacro Cuore di Gesu, confido e spero in
te.

O Sacro Cuore di Gesu, cui é impossibile non aver com-

passione degli infelici, abbi pieta di noi, poveri pecca-

tori, e concedici la grazia che ti domandiamo per inter-

cessione del Cuore Immacolato di Maria, tua e nostra

tenera Madre.
